SEA JELLIES  Facts  
 
Sea jellies donôt have a heart, lungs or a brain 
either! Their skin is so thin that they can absorb 
oxygen right through it, so they donôt need lungs.  
 
Sea jellies can clone themselves. If you cut a sea 
jelly in half, the pieces of the sea jelly can regenerate 
and turn in to two new jellies.  

 
Sea jellies are between 85% and 98% water. If they 
wash up on the beach, theyôll almost disappear as 
their water evaporates.
